Considered two scenarios

1. Build on Site

2. Green Field (new) Site

Used ATS&R Architectural and Engineering Services for cost estimates

Survey of Internal Stakeholders – 58% favor new high school campus

Relative importance items

1. science labs

2. media/technology space

3. library

4. cafeteria/commons area

Sized new facility for 625 students with growth to 750

2005-06 enrollment 575

Current site 114,000 sq.ft. or 203 sq.ft./student

State guidelines 200 to 350 sq.ft./student so are on low end

Projections are based on maintaining a fixed proportion of Rochester student population

· catholic K-8 is historically 12% of Rochester student population

· Lourdes 9-12 is 9.5% of Rochester student population

· Using County demographic data projects to 620 students by 2030

· (graph showed a dip in the next 5 years as a trough in elementary population moves through high school)

Concept Building 203,000 sq.ft. or 320 sq.ft./student

· 51,000 Academic

- 5 classrooms/dept, library, resource center

· 40,000 Athletic

- 3 gyms and associated spaces

· 25,000 Performing Arts
- 800 seat Auditorium, band, choir

· 5,000 Administration

· 15,000 Student Support
- caferteria, rest rooms, guidance

· 67,000 Building Support
- technical, mechanical-electrical, circulation

Showed layout of this space on the two block they currently own

Site Analyses

· Recommendation was to have a 40 to 60 Acre site

· Looked at 15 100 acre sites around city (showed map – most well outside of city)

· Settled on a 23.5 acre design – less than guidelines but still allows good green space (expansion could be limited however)

· Current site just under 2 acres

· Considered an 8 block downtown area – map showed Center to 4th St and 5th to 7th Avenues

· Downtown concept site is 203,000 sq.ft. on the two blocks they own now with acquisition of two more blocks - ~ 4 Acres total.

· Original 1941 Building in good shape and would remain but be extensively remodeled

· 1959 wing likely to be razed,  1985 and 1987 additions remain largely as is

· New Blocks – one north of the current parking lot for north entrance and parking, the other across 6th Ave just east of current parking lot. 

Cost – ATS&R tried to inflate to 2007-2008 construction timetable

· New site $36.4M building 2008 to 2010

· Old Site $35.5M in 3 phases 2007 to 2010

· Works out to $174-$179/sq.ft. which is close to comparable actuals for recent school construction in Minnesota

· New Land $20.1M for acquisition, storm water ponds and preparation – 23.5 acre

· Downtown site $20.9M for a 4 block site – 4 acre

Schedule

· 2005 (pre-design)

· 2006-2007 

· make site choice in 6 months

· continue communications

· make final recommendations

· finish concept design, site selection, review and approval

· 2007-2008

· financing and capital campaign

· begin construction
